Fishing on Papay 
There is only one fisherman on Papay.  His boat is called the Dawn Harvest.  He catches crabs and lobsters, but sometimes he catches a few mackerel too. He catches the crabs and lobsters in creels. A creel is like a very big heavy box that is covered in net. There are 2 round holes that the crabs go in through, but they can’t get out again. 

The fisherman has 1 or 2 crewmen to help him. Sometimes he is away from home from early in the morning but not always. He comes back in time for tea. He goes across to the island of Westray to land his catch. There is a crab factory there.

He keeps his boat anchored in the bay and he has to row out in a peedie (small) dinghy to get there.  

The fisherman used to have a boat called Eileen but one stormy night it blew on to the rocks and he never used that boat again. After that he got the Dawn Harvest.
