What kinds of coasts and cliffs are on PW? There are some very high cliffs on the north side of Papay they are about 30 metres. 
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Which animals or birds live there? There are lots of different kinds of birds such as Puffins Gannets Guillemots Arcticskua Fulmar Kittiwakes and quite a few more.
